What is the ways to Work Loan Program?
The Ways To Work Program is a low-interest loan program that can assist in the purchase of cars and with car repair to help low-income families maintain
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jobs, attend school, take care of children and attend to daily activities.  The program operates in the Northern Virginia Area including the counties of Arlington Fairfax, Loudoun and Prince William as well as the Cities of Alexandria, Fairfax, Falls Church, Manassas and Manassas Park.

The program is designed to provide low-interest loans to credit-worthy recipients for the purchase of vehicles and car repair that will assist them in becoming self-reliant.  An applicant must have exhausted other sources for funds before applying for a WTW Loan.  Each applicant’s credit history will be reviewed but will not be the sole determinant for a loan decision.

Who is eligible to apply?

Applicants must meet the following criteria:

· Must be low income

· Must be age 18 years and older and unable to qualify for other funding sources

· Must be employed for the past 3 months, working a minimum of 20 hours per week

· Must be a parent, or must have legal custody, of children under 18
· Meet income guidelines
· All bankruptcies must be discharged by the court
· Must be a resident of Northern Virginia
· Must complete financial literacy training before loan closing
· Must agree to repay the loan within 24 to 30 months
· Must register for local rideshare program

What happens after I apply?

A staff member reviews your application to ensure that it is complete. Your application is then reviewed anonymously by a Loan Review Committee that makes a decision to approve or deny the loan.  

Applicants that are approved for a loan will have thirty days to make arrangements for a loan closing. Applicants who are denied will be informed of the Committee’s decision and will be redirected to other resources. Clients who are denied can apply at a later date if their personal circumstances have changed.
